Proposed Laws for the Principality of [   ]








I.  Law





	A. This document constitutes the Statutory body of Law for the Principality.


	


	B.  The word of the Coronet is Law, subject to those Laws of higher precedence.





II.  The Coronet





	A.  The rights, duties, and powers of the Coronet rest equally and jointly with the 			Sovereign and the Consort.





	B.  Neither the Sovereign nor the Consort may hold any other office in the SCA 			during their reign, with the exception of Baronage in Fief.  Upon victory in 			the Coronet List, such Baronage should be placed in the hands of a Vicar 			until such time as it may be resumed without hindrance.





	C.  The Coronet List shall be the duly authorized tournament to select the [Heirs 			of the Principality].





		1.  Coronet Lists shall be held twice yearly in the months of *** and ***.





		2.  The Sovereign shall devise the precise form of the List and ensure that it 			is run in a fair and consistent manner.





		3.  Entrants in the Coronet List shall have lived in the Principality for 				twelve (12) consecutive months immediately prior to the Coronet 				List to be entered.


			


		4.  The victor of the Coronet List and his/her Consort shall be immediately      			proclaimed the [Heirs of the Principality]. 


			


	D.  The [Heirs of the Principality] shall be duly Invested by their Predecessors in 			the months of *** and ***.





	E.  Succession:





		1. In the event of a failure of the reign of either the Sovereign or the 				Consort, the other shall assume full authority as the Coronet until 				customary Investiture of the Heirs.





		2. In the event of a failure of the reign of both parties of the 	Coronet, the 				Heirs will be proclaimed the Coronet and fulfill the vacated reign as 			well as their own.


				


		3.  In the event of a failure of one of the Heirs to succeed, the remaining 				Heir will succeed as the Sovereign and may, with the approval of 				the Coronet, choose an individual to act as Consort for the 					remainder of the reign. 





		4.  In the event of a failure of one of both Heirs to succeed, the Coronet 				shall, with a notice published in next available issue of the 					Blackstar, hold a new Coronet List, the victor and consort  to be 				proclaimed the Heirs, or immediately invested as Coronet if the 				customary date of Investiture has past.





		5.  In the event of a complete failure by the Coronet and both Heirs	the 				Coronet will revert to the Crown of Ansteorra, which will as soon 				as possible, and under its own supervision, hold a Coronet List, the 				victor and consort to be immediately invested as the Coronet.





	E.  It shall be the duty of the Coronet:





		1.  to recognize and honor those worthies with the Principality.





		2.  to convene a meeting of the Principality’s Baronage in Fief at least once 			per reign, and to there provide them with a written accounting of 				the Principality’s financial situation.  That report shall have been 				prepared by the Chancellor of the Principality Exchequer.





		3.  to oversee the selection of their heirs.





		4.  to Invest the [Heirs] as their successors.





		5.  to refuse entry of any individual(s) into the Coronet List for just and 				stated cause.





		6.  To seek and give proper consideration to the advice of their officers in 				matters regarding those offices.





		7.  To create and, in conjunction with the appropriate Great Officer, fill any 			Lesser office necessary to the governance of the Principality.





III.  Principality Offices





	A.  The Great and Lesser Officers shall be as required, and their duties shall be 			parallel to those defined, in Corpora and Kingdom Law ((currently termed 			Regional)),  with the following exceptions:


	


		*.  The senior marshal for [the Principality] shall be known as the 					Principality ((Earl?)) Marshal.


		


		*.  The Treasurer for [the Principality] shall be known as the Chancellor of 				the Principality Exchequer.			





		*.  The Chancellor of the Principality Exchequer shall, with 	sufficient 				notice and at the Coronet’s request, provide a report detailing an 				accounting of the Principality’s finances report for dissemination to 				the Baronage in Fief.  That report shall be published to the 					membership at large within the reign of that Coronet.


				


		*.  The Chronicler shall be charged with publishing [newsletter] on a 				[regular] basis.


	


	B.  Great Officers shall be warranted by the Coronet in conjunction with the 			appropriate Kingdom Great Officer.





	C.  Lesser Officers shall be warranted by the Coronet in conjunction with the 			appropriate Principality Great Officer.





	D.  No two Principality Offices may be held by the same individual.





	E.  All Principality Officers must provide to the new Coronet a written report 			detailing the state of their offices within 30 days of Investiture.





	F.  All Principality Officers are to provide to each of their subordinates a written 			job description containing an expected reporting schedule.
